 Our 2013 Garys’ Pinot Noir exhibits a deep red robe with bright aromas of red fruits and notes of toasty oak. The palate is rich and full-bodied with flavors of candied red fruits and spice supported by a long, velvety finish. This fine wine will age for several years to come.

Picking date: September 27th, 2013.

Appellation: Garys’ Vineyard, Santa Lucia Highlands.
 Fermentation: At Bernardus all our grapes are hand-picked and sorted at the winery to maximize quality. The Pinot grapes are then destemmed and gently pumped into small fermenters where they are hand punched twice daily. Once fermentation is complete, the finished wine is aged in French oak for 10 months before final blending and bottling.

Cooperage: 100% Burgundian: Sirugue, Billon and Cadus; 40% new.
